SCHEDULE OF CONDITIONS 

1. It should be noted that the highway is primarily for the use of the public to pass and repass and not for the convenience of activities adjacent to it.  The option to use the highway should only be the last resort when all reasonable alternatives have been fully considered and eliminated.  It is illegal under the Highways Act 1980 to carry out works or obstruct the highway without the due permission of the Highway Authority. 

2. The Applicant must be the individual person directly responsible for the operation or who has the legal capacity to act on behalf of the Company named as the Applicant.  The Applicant is responsible for all matters concerning the activities on the highway permitted by this Licence, for providing full and accurate information and for payment of £40 (£42 from 1 April 2009) in advance for issue of the Licence. 

3. Approval of applications will be given as soon as practicable.  However, a site meeting will often be required and applications should be made as early as possible. On major routes at least 3 months notice is required to allow co-ordination and publicising of potential implications on traffic.  Road closures require at least 6 weeks notice and details about these are available on request.  

4. The application is not transferable and relates only to the details agreed.  The Applicant remains responsible throughout and shall permit the Council to inspect the Works at all reasonable times.

5. The Applicant must plan any Works and produce (and have approved by the Council) a Method Statement that minimises the effect on the highway and maintains the safety of the public.  Any Works must be carried out by suitably qualified i.e. New Road and Street Works (NRSWA)  accredited operatives, signed and guarded in accordance with the “Safety at Street Works and Road Works” Code of Practice as well as to the relevant safety guidelines for the actual operation itself.

6. The Applicant will be responsible for any diversion signing (approved by the Council) and for a letter drop to affected businesses/residents/bus companies and Emergency Services.  The text of any letter and distribution list should be agreed with the Council and a copy provided for their records. 

7. The Applicant shall have a minimum Public Liability Insurance of £5,000,000 and proof of this must be included with all applications.

8. Where the work identified involves excavation in the highway or changes to the layout or levels of the highway, the Applicant shall be responsible for obtaining the approval of the owner of any buried apparatus (i.e. Statutory Undertaker and / or Highway Authority) prior to commencement. 

9. Where the work identified involves physical changes or additions to the highway, this will be guaranteed by the contractor for a period of twelve months from the date of completion including indemnifying the Council against associated third party claims.
10. The Applicant shall note that the Council may, if it thinks fit and reasonable to do so, terminate this consent without notice.  At such times all operations, plant and materials associated with the Works shall be dismantled/ removed from the highway and the highway returned fit for use without delay.

11. Any damage to the highway arising out of the Works shall be reported to the Council immediately.  When requested, the Applicant will attend site to agree any highway condition both prior and subsequent to the Works.  The Applicant will be liable for any costs incurred in repairing any damage caused to the highway as a result of the Works.
